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The EFG400 Statistics Web interface allows you to view the statistics of the grading process using a web browser 

(e.g. Internet Explorer). 

This is very convenient if the customer grades for other people or has multiple EFG400 grading machines.

Then the external API allows you to control parts of the statistics or grading system externally via C, C++ and 

Visual Basic.

As from 1 January 2005 all consumer goods must be traceable. (European General Food Law) 
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Traceability systems are used for accurate and timely identification of products, their origin, location within the 

supply chain and efficient recall. Furthermore, they help determine the origin of a food safety problem, comply 

with legal requirements and meet the consumers expectations for the safety and quality of purchased products. 

The use of common identification and communication standards will significantly improve the accuracy and speed 

of access to information about the production and provenance of fresh produce.
